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THE SAGA OF THE “WILLIE D”

The morning of the 14 November 1943 dawned
with a moderate sea and pleasant weather. The
lowa and her escorts were just east of Bermuda,
and the President and his guests wanted to see
how a big ship could defend herself against an air
attack. So, lowa launched a number of weather
balloons to use as anti-aircraft targets. It was
exciting to see more than 100 guns shooting at
balloons, and the President was proud of his Navy.
Just as proud was Admiral Ernest J. King, the Chief
Of Naval Operations; large in size and by
demeanor, a true monarch of the sea. Disagreeing
with him meant the end of a naval career. Up to
this time, no one knew what firing a torpedo at him
would mean. Over on the Willie D, Captain Walter
watched the fireworks display with admiration and
envy. Thinking about career redemption and
breaking the hard luck spell, the Captain sent his
impatient crew to battle stations. They began to
shoot down the balloons the lowa had missed as
they drifted into Porter’s vicinity.

Down on the torpedo mounts, the crew watched,
waiting to take some practice shots of their own on
the big battleship, which, even though 6,000 yards
away, seemed to blot out the horizon. Lawton
Dawson and Tony Fazio were among those
responsible for the torpedoes. Part of their job
involved ensuring that the primers were installed
during actual combat and removed during practice.
Once a primer was installed, on a command to fire,
it would explode, shooting the torpedo out of its
tube.

Dawson on this particular morning unfortunately
had forgotten to remove the primer from torpedo
tube #3. Up on the bridge, a new torpedo officer,
unaware of the danger, ordered a simulated firing.
Fire 1, Fire 2, and finally, Fire 3. There was no Fire
4 as the sequence was interrupted by an
unmistakable Whoooooshhhing sound by a
successfully launched armed torpedo.

Lt. H. Stewart Lewis, who witnessed the entire
event, later described the next few minutes as what
hell would look like if it ever broke loose.

Just after he saw the torpedo hit the water an on its
way to the lowa and some prominent figures in
would history, Lewis innocently asked the Captain,
“Did you give permission to fire a torpedo?”
Captain Walter’s reply will not ring down through
naval history....although words to the effect of
Farragut's immortal “Damn the torpedoes” figured
centrally within. Initially there was some reluctance
to admit what had happened, or even warn the
lowa. As the awful reality sunk in, people began

racing around shouting conflicting instructions and
attempting to warn the flagship of imminent danger.

First, there was a flashing light warning about the
torpedo which unfortunately it was headed in another
direction. Next, the Porter signaled that it was going
reverse at full speed! Finally, they decided to break
the strictly enforced radio silence. The radio operator
on the destroyer transmitted “Lion (code for the lowa)
Lion, come right”. The lowa operator, more
concerned about radio procedure, requested the
offending station identify itself first. Finally, the
message was received and the lowa began turning to
avoid the speeding torpedo.

Meanwhile, on the lowa’s bridge, word of the torpedo
firing had reached FDR, who asked that his
wheelchair be moved to the railing so he could see
better what was coming his was...His loyal Secret
Service guard immediately drew his pistol as if he
was going to shoot the torpedo. As the lowa began
evasive maneuvers, all her guns were trained on the
Willie D. There was now some thought that the
Porter was part of an assassination plot. Within
moments of the warning, there was a tremendous
explosion just behind the battleship. The torpedo had
been detonated by the wash kicked up by the
battleship’s increased speed. The crisis was over and
so was Captain Wilfred Walter’s career!

“Vets Housing and Benefits Bill Becomes Law: Senate
Committee on Veterans@Affairs - June 16, 2006

Washington, DC - Legislation to help service members
and veterans with their housing and other benefit needs
was signed into law Thursday, June 15 by President
Bush.

"Provisions of this legislation will help improve the lives of
service members returning from the Global War on
Terrorism, especially those who have severe disabilities."

Among its many provisions is one which authorizes VA to
make grants available to assist with housing adaptations
at a family member® home in which a severely disabled
service member is temporarily residing.

The grants range from between $2,000 and $14,000.

"Until today, severely disabled veterans had to own their
own homes to qualify for adapted housing grant
assistance from VA. But that doesn® make sense for
many young men and women, some of whom may live
with their parents after sustaining life-altering injuries. We
have made an important change in the law," Craig said.

The legislation will also allow service members, those
who have been legally determined to be totally disabled
at the time of their separation from the military, to have
up to two years from their separation date to apply for
premium-free Service members©Group Life Insurance
coverage. More importantly, the legislation will enable
them to convert their coverage to Veterans©Group Life
Insurance, or an individual plan or policy, during the
same two-year period.

"Taking advantage of the conversion option is especially
critical for totally disabled service members who,
because of their disabilities, may not be insurable at
competitive commercial rates after military service," Craig
said.

The bill includes language crafted by Craig® Idaho
colleague, U.S. Representative Mike Simpson (R-ID), to
help veterans gain employment.

The Veterans©Housing Opportunity and Benefits Act of
2006 reflects a compromise agreement reached between
House and Senate Committees on VeteransCAffairs on a
host of veterans©benefits provisions cleared by either
body of Congress during the first session of the 109th
Congress. It received overwhelming bipartisan support,
and the Idaho Republican was lavish in his praise of his
colleagues.”
