Jim Lehrer, Marine Veteran

One of the nation’s respected newsman was the
keynote speaker at the dedication of the U.S. Marine
National Museum and was selected by the
Commandant for his visible dedication to Country and
Corps.

Coming from a Marine background via his father, a
marine corporal that served in Haiti in the 1920’s and
later under General Smedley D. Butler in Quantico,
VA, it was just assumed that he would be a marine.
He was commissioned a Second Lieutenant when he
graduated from college in 1956 and served 3 years
as a Lieutenant.

His “Newshour” has been on for 31 years; he has
moderated 10 Presidential Debates and has written
16 books. The latest titled, “The Phony Marine”,
which pertains to the Federal Stolen Valor Act and
the illegal wearing of military medals not awarded.
His most memorable marine experience was as a
college student when he reported for Officer
Candidates training at Quantico in 1955.

At the train platform, a D.l. mispronounced Lehrer’s
name while taking roll call. Lehrer corrected him while
in ranks and “all hell broke loose”. The D.l. slowly
strode over and barked loudly in Lehrer's face:
“Candidate, if | say your name is “Little Bo Peep, it is
Little Bo Peep! Do you hear me?” Yes Sirl...Lehrer
had instantly learned about being a Marine.

*The preferred format for written articles is a computer file
(such as MS Word, or an email). Non-computer files will be
considered and included in Scuttlebutt only if the editor is
able to transcribe the article in a timely matter for
publication.

*The preferred format for photos is digital in a high
resolution JPG file (other file formats will also be
considered). Traditional photos may be submitted as well,
and will be included only if the editor is able to scan the
photo in a timely matter for publication.

*All submissions must be the original work of the person
submitting the piece. If the submitter is not the author of the
work, the submitter should obtain permission from the
author and submit that as well. No copyrighted materials
can be used without permission from the appropriate
parties.

*The editor reserves the right to include or exclude
submissions as necessary according to these guidelines
and as space in the publication dictates.
